· The raccoon are one animal that eats alligator eggs and alligator babys. 

· Young alligators eat insects and small fish Older alligators eat snakes turtles, birds and other small animals. 

· Female alligators are less then 9 feet long. Males usually gro longer. 

· The largest alligator ever found in florida was 14 feet long 

· The buffalo is the largest land animal in North america. 

· A baby buffalo can stand up just 30 minutes after it is born 

· One hundred years ago, there was only 20 buffalo in Yellowstone Park. 

· Buffalo eat grass sometimes they eat berrys to. 

· Did you know that the buffalo is a good swimmer. 

· A buffalo are most active in early morning and late afternoon. 

· In winter, a buffalo uses it hooves to clear snow so it can find food. 

· The cheetah is the world's fastist land animal. It can reach speed of 70 miles and hour in just 3 seconds 

· You can tell a cheetah from a leopard by looking at its face cheetahs has black lines that run from their eyes to their mouths. 

· Cheetahs feed on animals such as deer rabbits, birds and lizards. 

· Sometimes they eat fruit too. They likes watermelon. 

· In the wild, most cheetahs live only 10 to 15 year. 

· The diamondback rattlesnake can grow to be 7 feet long 

· A female rattlesnake gives birth to 10 to 20 babys at a time. 

· This snake can spit poison through too fangs in its jaw. When the diamondback is not using its fangs, the fangs folds back into its mouth. 

· A rattle snake usually coils its body be fore it attacks. 

· The diamondback has a rattle on the end of it tale. The rattle sound is a warning that the snak might attack 
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
